1 – Helping to make rural housing affordable
Expert advice on how parish and town councils can influence affordable housing strategy is one of the things on offer at a NALC event announced this month.  Lord Best, chair of the Affordable Housing Commission, will be one of the speakers at the November 17th event – further details and booking info can be found here.
2 – Nurture your young Olympians!
With activities such as skateboarding and BMX never more popular thanks to Team GB’s Tokyo successes, the grant-funding experts at Scribe have produced an A-to-Z of ways to finance projects such as skate parks and pump tracks.  With grants available from £300 up to £100,000, the guide is an invaluable resource.  And with Paris 2024 just three years away, there’s never a better time to start…!
3 – Shaping GreenSPring – Derbyshire’s views sought
GreenSPring – Derbyshire’s ‘test and learn’ project for Social Prescribing - wants to hear from anyone who supports people through activities involving nature and the outdoors.  As one of seven areas in England chosen to carry out the learning project, Derbyshire’s residents have an opportunity to help shape national policy aimed at improving mental health and well-being via the natural environment.  GreenSPring has created a survey document which can be accessed here.
4 – Building ‘Future Communities’
The crucial role that parish and town councils will play in ‘Build Back Better’ is the main focus of NALC’s first one-day online conference in December.  Five keynote sessions, plus four workshops and an innovative exhibition marketplace, will help delegates understand how to shape thriving, resilient future communities. 5 – Keep it Open!

Whether it’s a lifeline village shop, a favourite pub, or even the local recreation ground, we’ve all known the pain of losing a much-loved local amenity.  Now a new £150 million ‘match-funding’ pot – the Community Ownership Fund - aims to keep these invaluable resources open for all.  Although local councils aren’t eligible, they’re encouraged to play an active role in helping local community groups to apply.   Details of the scheme, which will run until 2024/5, can be found here.
6 – Changing Places – applications invited
The Changing Places Fund – aimed at providing toilet facilities for people with severe disabilities – has released its prospectus, outlining the process to apply for part of the £30 million available over the next three years.  The Changing Places prospectus can be found here.
7 – Music helping overcome Covid…
Ranging from community choirs to keyboard wizards, the charity Music For All has opened a new round of funding for groups and individuals.  The charity states: ‘These awards will acknowledge the challenges Covid has brought to all music-makers’.  Closing date is September 10th, and details can be found here.
